The Global Interface section of the POS-PHY Level 2 & 3 Compiler User 
Guide describes three reset signals—treset_n, rreset_n, and 
reset_n—and one clock signal, clk. 

The treset_n and rreset_n descriptions incorrectly specify that these 
resets can be deasserted synchronously to clk. In fact, treset_n is 
deasserted synchronously to tfclk, and rreset_n is deasserted 
synchronously to rfclk. 

Affected Configurations

This problem affects all variations of the POS-PHY Level 2 and 3 
MegaCore® functions.

Design Impact

This issue does not impact the MegaCore function.
